    Understand more about the political and social context influencing the sex lives of gender and sexual 

minorities (e.g. the impact of HIV, the lesbian sex wars, Operation Spanner, Illicit drug use in sex, Public Sex 
Environments and the Internet)

    Become familiar with a wide range of diverse sexual practices (including kink/bdsm)
    Develop your knowledge and skills in working with non-traditional relationship models (polyamory 

swingers, open relationships) through case discussion, role play/demonstrations
